PREFACE

special issue of Linguistics & Polyglot Studies published in 2021. In the last four issues (from vol. 7,
no. 4, to vol. 8, no. 2), 12 new journal articles on polyglottery saw the light, and five more are pre-
sented in this volume, compared to some 25 in total in the whole world as of summer 2021.

The year 2022, in its turn, signified the beginning of the United Nations International Decade of Indig-
enous Languages (2022-2032) and was also declared the International Year of Basic Sciences for Sustaina-
ble Development, thus symbolically indicating the importance of comprehensive studies and appreciation
of language for social benefit in education, peacemaking and technology, and setting new goals for both
researchers and practitioners.

These up-to-date topics are addressed in the present volume, which includes papers on the evolution
of polyglot agenda in the last decade, intensity and time factors in highly efficient language learning, so-
cial dimension of polyglottery, perception of multilingualism in Japan and geolinguistic trends from the
UN rhetoric to hospitality industry and from the Himalayas to South America. A special feature of this
issue is an expert round table discussion on sociolinguistic issues in different parts of the planet.

We hope the presented materials will be found intellectually stimulating and useful, and encourage
colleagues from different domains of language-related studies to cooperate in the future issues.

The past academic year has been marked by a dynamic growth of polyglot studies since the first
